CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER – The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Mayor Pro Tem David Woodle.
In attendance were Mayor Pro Tem David Woodle and Council Members Kim Ware, Laurie Carter, Vonnie Massingill and Gaspare LaDuca.    Staff members present were City Secretary Dianna Buchanan, City Attorney Mike Burkett, and Police Chief Lee Pitts.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was recited.
3. PRESENTATIONS
Mayor Pro Woodle presented a proclamation to Meals on Wheels, Inc. represented Ms. Carlela Vogel, a Lakeside resident and member of their board proclaiming “March for Meals Awareness Month in Lakeside”.
4. CITIZEN PARTICIPATION-Mr. Bob McGamy, Mr. Derek Weaver, Mr. Tim Thomas spoke regarding natural gas production and well sites in the Town of Lakeside. Mr. Bill Stanbery spoke about an article in the Star-Telegram referring to the resignation of Mr. Bill Walker as Mayor.
5. APPROVAL OF MINUTES- Motion by Ms. Laurie Carter and second by Ms. Kim Ware to approve the minutes of the January 24, 2008 Special City Council Meeting; February 14, 2008 Regular City Council Meeting; February 26, 2008 Special City Council Meeting; March 5, 2008 Special City Council. Motion passed unanimously.  
6. COMMISSION & STAFF REPORTS
Mr. Cecil Kennedy, Road Commissioner, reported Aquilla repairs are done. Mr. Kennedy also mentioned that he will be preparing the road repair schedule for this year to have posted on the Town’s website and would eventually like to have a 5-year and 10-year program established.
Mr. Wayne Smith, Planning & Zoning Chairman, reported that at the last P&Z meeting they worked on sign permit fees and several zoning changes from C-1 ( c) to C-1 (b) that will come forward to Council at their next meeting.
Mr. Jerry Cotten, U. S. Water Services Corp., gave a brief overview of the condition of the water and waste water equipment which he said is generally good.  He said there are no maintenance logs for equipment unless they haven’t been located yet.  He will continue to look for them.  He also said that the reporting for TCEQ seems to be up to date.
Police Chief Lee Pitts gave the monthly police department update.

Dianna Buchanan, City Secretary gave the Financial Report.

Mr. Fred Finch, Emergency Management Coordinator talked about Severe Weather Week in Texas.  He wants to set up CB radio at Town Hall for EOC center and one at his home and asked audience to refer any “ham” radio operators in the community to him for assistance with this project.
7. The Public Hearing was opened at 7:09 p.m. to consider an ordinance continuing the juvenile curfew requirements; renewing and continuing in effect Ordinance Number 194, adding Friday; providing for publication and an effective date.  There was no comment from the public.  Public Hearing closed at 7:11 p.m.

Resolution to approve/disapprove expenditure of $9,250 to Tri Counties Surveying, 116 Locust, Azle for land survey work to be performed at the boundary between Lakeside and Fort Worth along SH 199 and at Tract 1A5A, Johnson Claiborne Survey (Wastewater Plant Property off of Aquilla).  Mayor Pro Tem Woodle advised that Tri Counties Surveying withdrew their bid, and since they were the only bidder, the item would have to be sent back out for bid.  Therefore the item is tabled.
